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Abstract

The Basic Research for the Systematization of National Ethics

This research is one of making attempts to take national ethics in a triangular
position and to systematize it from the viewpoint of learning. By means of the
analysis of the books in ethics and ethics text, we can obtain the results as
follows, about the tendency of the research according to the different spheres in
ethics and the research tasks we have to study hereafter.

1. The striking point of the research tendency in the field of ethics and social
ideolcgy is that the research tendency goes down in the 80’s, compared with
it in the 70’s. In other words, in the field of morality from 12% to 7%, in the
field of ethics from 6% to 3%. it went down abruptly. The hasty change of
research like this will be come the chief cause of the impediment in the
development of a system in learning. Hereafter, we should carry on the
constant research in this field.

2. And in the field of Korean ideology and politics, there is much to be desired.
When we regard the whole intermediation variable as percentage, in case of
Korean ideology, it amounts to 177%,but according to the research tendency
of the times, if aimnouiited to 25% in the 70’s, however it goes down by 8% in
the 80’s. In case of the research about the democracy, out of 13 copies (5%),
we had 11 copies in the 70’s, but only 4 copies in the 80’s. This is a problem
we cannot pass unnoticed. The founuamental research about the Korean
ideology and democracy should be carried ~ut constantly.

3. In the area of the ideology comment,the research about the communism
criticism, north Korea, an unification subject aiso made a constant progress

from 11% in the 70’s to 14% in the 80’s. The problems such as ideology
criticism, in the special situation in which we stand and to satisfy the wishes
of the times,should be strongthened and driven without stopping as far as
unit philosophy. The education of ideology criticism is enevitable for the
establishment of our identity and we should conquest the ideological
challenge with a superiority and belief in good quality of the free democracy.
4. We are very much interested in the divisions of politics socialization and the
methods of education, and I guess it is due to our special situation in which
we stand. It has to be studied more deeply. Especially in the method of
education, we had 33 copies in the 70’s, however, they have increased by
49% in the 80’s. This probably is considered to be the basic research for the
" systematization of national ethics.

With four different domains above, I tried to look into the research tentency
in the past and the research tasks in the future. Besides, detailed research
domains for the systematization of national ethics can be found more, I guess.
More research about it can be expected, I hope.
