This thesis aims to examine how to effectively teach English through using
fairy stories in elementary school, and to present an effective model for teaching

and learning English by using various fairy stories.

Chapter I shows that teaching English through fairy stories can be an
effictive way for English learmers in elementary school to have interests and

confidence in learning English.

Chapter II examines why it is effective to teach English through fairy stories
in the elementary school class, and investigates what is the validity for using

fairy stories in foreign language education theories.

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Chapter I presents the criteria for selecting fairy stories which are
accessible, useful and relevant for students learning English in Korean
elementary school, after having taken into account of several criteria provided

by other scholars including applied linguistics.

Chapter IV deals with two kinds of conveying meanings of fairy stories, i.e.
reading stories aloud and telling, and points out some classroom techniques that

can be applied to teaching activities before, during, and after the story.

In chapter V, this study suggests a model for teaching English effectively
through fairy stories in elementary school, and analyzes the results of
questionnaire about what students have been thinking of learning English

through fairy stories.

The subjects of answering the questionnaire were 75 students who're in the
6th grade of N elementary school. About 83% of the students showed that they
had much fun leaming fairy stories in English class, and that 61% of them
had more interests in learning fairy stories, compared with other regular English

classes that were not taught fairy stories.

What is more. important thing is that they have had much confidence in
hearing and speaking English after having been taught English through reading

aloud and telling stories. Furthermore, about 209 of the students turned out to

have been improved in their English reading and writing skills.
