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ABSTRACT

A Study on the Official Party Nomination System of the

Local Councilmen

With the revision of the law for public officials election and the
preventive law against the fraudulent election(as below election
law)which is allowed to the local councilmen to participate in the
official party nomination system, the argument on the official party
nomination of the local councilmen has been in the controversy.
Since the problems being shown in Korean political behaviors such
as regionalism, authority by the central party, anti—-democratic
nominating system within the party, making contributions for
nomination and the unfair operation of official party nomination
system have an effect on the official party nomination of the
councilmen, This thesis is to find the ways not only to improve the
system of the nomination of the councilmen but also to establish the

fair system for the councilmen nomination.
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For the purpose of the above stated, I analyzed the system of the
other countries which has already introduced it as a regulation, from
which I found out the suggestion and provide the way to introduce it
in the Korean official party nominating system. In addition, [ analysed
the current situation of the Korean local councilmen nomination
system to provide the some institutional devices for the improvement

of this system.

According to the survey and the interviews on the nomination
system of the local councilmen, in case of the group standing in
neutral in administration and local academic society, they have
tendencies to oppose the nomination system of the local councilmen
even though it has the advantage of the local autonomy. On the
other hand most politicians who are supportive to the integration of
the politics, policies and administration agreed to the nomination

system of the local councilmen.

Even though there are the pros and cons on the official party
nomination system of the local councilmen, as the revision bill of the
election law has already passed, to establish the further improved
nominating system, based upon the analysis, the conclusion turned
out first, the standard of the eligibility for the nomination needs to
be specified. Second, the screening process of the nomination

performed by the nomination screening committee should be open to
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the public. Third, the nomination screening committee which is
operated tentatively should be established as a standing committee.
Fourth, a preliminary election system should be introduced to
recommend the eligible local candidates using fair and democratic
nominating system. Fifth, a party member discussion body needs to
be put to practical use not only for the democratic operation of the
official party nomination but for the prevention of the authoritative
and dogmatic operation of the central party. Furthermore, the above
body will play an important role on checking and balancing against
the anti—democratic routine performed by the chairman of the local

councilmen.

If the problems mentioned above are reformed, the fair nomination
system of the local councilmen shall be followed and this will form a
cornerstone for the complete local autonomy and the realization of

the party politics.
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
