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SUMMARY

The issue for the social responsibility by the private company
has been discussed. Traditionally, the private company plays the
role to produce the good products and services suitable for the
consumers’ need. For the purpose, the company provides the
various job positions for the community and invests the interests
from the company activity to continue its life.

Modern society, however, requires the private company the
different duty that it has to take part in the common community
culture because it is one part of the society as a living body.
The modern society need brings the role change of the private
company expecting the social welfare activation.

The companies in Korea have been lack of their perception to
the social responsibility, and people and the government have the
critical view to the company responsibility for the community.
Especially, under the special management structure of ’Chabel’ in
Korea, the issue has been focused on CEO personality, not the
company responsibility for the society. This tendency brings the
CEOQO'’s adaptation to circumstance dealing with social criticism.

The changing society need requires the private company the
responsibility as one part of the society, the image improvement,
and the development with the community. Its need makes the
private company recheck the value of the company, conceive the
mission and the role, and manage to support the social
development. Based on the changing view, though the companies
in Korea enlarge their social activity scope, the weak structure

affected by the economic situation becomes the most barrier.



The paper focused its aim on the company responsibility with
the perception of the role change and the activation of the social
welfare. I present the purpose and the methods of the study in
Chapter 1. In Chapter II, with theoretical study on the social
welfare activation of the company presented, I mentioned the role
change of the company, the viewpoint on its responsibility, and the
theoretical classification on the social welfare activity.

The current situation and problems on the social welfare
activities of the private company have been presented through the
data in Chapter III. In Chapter IV, I presented the suggestion for
the social welfare activities by the private company based on the
previous chapter. In the last Chapter, I draw the conclusion that
the company has to perceive the importance of the community
because the company  itself cannot be developed without the
community help, and also the community development leads the
stable economic activities of the company. Focusing on the
private company responsibility to the community, I urged the
improvement of the social welfare situation by the private

companies.
