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Summary

A Study on Content Analysis of Current Textbook
of Middle School Social Studies

— With the Special Reference to Civic Education —

The purpose of this study lies in not only collecting basic materials for improving middle
school civic eduation but also grasping future course of civic education which would be
desired in Korea by analyzing textbook of middle school social studies which might be
mostly related to civic education accoring to content spheres. With the method of
content anlysis, content of textbook is classified into six spheres such as the basis and
essence of citizenship, the political process and instituion-domestic political institution
the political process and instituion-domestic political process, the international political
process and institution, the economic process and institution, and the process and institu-
tion of socialization, and the six spheres are classified into 47 sub-spheres. The materials
analyzed are derived from the textbooks used in current middle school according to six
content spheres.

The results shown in this study are as follows.

In the sphere of the basis and essence of citizenship as a content sphere, it is expected
that learners should accurately grasp the concepts of state, politics and nation and
completely understand the concepts of freedom and right as fundamentals of democracy.
And it is required to educate students to be cooperative for the democratic development
of nation and to cultivate learners to carry out their duty and responsibility with citizen-
ship by exercising right justly. In the sphere of political process and institution-domestic
political instituion, the understanding of the concept and meaning of the Constitution that
is basic and supreme law in the nation, the cognition of the functions and roles in
confromity with the Constitution and the knowledge of concept and significance of the
seperation of powers are to be required. In the sphere of political process and institution-
domestic political process, the comprehension of the meaning and rule of election in
democratic society, of the concept and roles of public opinion, of the concept and roles of
party and pressure groups and of democratic progress of proceedings is to be expected.

In the sphere of international political process and institution, understanding the impor-
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tance of international relationship in the modern societies and the necessity of internatio-
nal organization, it is called upon to understand the significance of national security and
to appreciate the establishment of pertinent diplomatic policy for contributing to the
world peace as a member of the world community. In the sphere of economic process and
institution, understanding that the importance and necessity of the trade with foreign
nations in the economic aspect as interdependence among nations is increasing, the con-
cept and function of the market as a mechanism distributing scarce resources in a
nation and solving economic problems, the function of money and banking, the concept
of national finance, the significance of techniques in economic growth and the relationship
between economy and government is to be acquired. In the sphere of the process and
institution of socialization, it is expected to understand that the communication and
collective interplav among individuals play important role in the course in which an
individual is socialized.

In order to understand and fulfill democracy, the content of the basis and essence of
citizenship which is consummately related to democracy must be reinforced. In other
words, freedom, equality, right, amity, reliance, the spirit of obeying laws and patriotism
should be evenly emphasized. And the content of the process and institution of socializa-
tion is needed to be reinforced.
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
