J. D. Salinger's The Catcher in the Rye shows that materialism, corruption of society,

human alienation and lots of problems of the modern industrial society through the journey
of life of the protagonist of the novel, Holden. He is a sixteen—year-old boy who is very
keen to the every aspect of his life. Through his three-day—journey in New York, Holden
finds out the meaning of true love and the way to accept the society which he has hated.
