New Women of Women Characters

in Bernard Shaw's Mrs. Warren's Profession and Saint Joan

George Bernard Shaw reported and tried to gradually resolve various social
issues revealed as entering the industrial society with his dramas. This study is
to find how Shaw pointed out contradictions and absurdities of the society in
that time and promotes the female liberation through the New Woman characters
opposing to the conventional female appearance in the Victorian Age by
analyzing his works focusing on Mrs. Warren's Profession and Saint Joan.

Shaw's interest was drawn to women living as belonged parts of man for their
lifetimes by being captured in frames of the marriage and economic restraint
among other various issues regarding socially weaker people. Therefore, he
made efforts to display many female characters as individuals having own wills
and opinions being different from the desirable look of lady in the traditional and
conservative society in that time by dressing his female characters with dresses
of New Woman widely spread in the Europe in the late of 19th century.

In Mrs. Warren's Profession, Shaw boldly selected the prostitution as the
subject and asserts the responsibility is on the society, not the individual while
showing the look of New Woman as a working woman. As it is said that the

initial step for the equality between men and women is the women education and

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the next step is women's economic independence, Shaw showed that even
women could become much more advanced New Women by having jobs and
acquiring economic independences.

Joan, the main character of Saint Joan represents a heroic and nationally
famous woman directly against the vested right and the social issue. Joan is not
limited in the level of simple rejections and resistance on the social reality she
learns. Therefore, the purpose of her life is considered not to be concluded to
her personal life, but to have broader extension while being related to entire
French citizens as well as the entire middle age. Just as other New Women
Shaw has been displayed, Joan sees through and rejects the old fashioned
custom and the fall of the corrupted society. And, she shows a advanced look of
New Woman who proposes specific alternatives to lead the new age and actively
devotes herself one step beyond of the resistance against the wrong value. This
i1s because she shows a look of heroin bravely fighting against the existing
power without being intimidated not to keep her own safety but to change the
society itself where she belongs.

Through Vivie and Joan resisting against the existing value and the unfair
reality, Shaw showed women could become the same or superior beings
compared with men. Since women also have potential wills, if opportunities to
show the wills, women can exercise their capabilities as good as men’s. Vivie
and Joan are the characters representing Shaw’s vision to create the bright
future by improving the evil and the hypocrisy of the society and developing the
society with idealistic images of New Woman. And, through these women, Shaw
stresses that we, the ones living through the reality, also have to have attitudes
of making continuous efforts for the higher development not being settled for the

present.
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
