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Summary

A Study on the Social Welfare Policy of Korea

Kang Dong-sik

Social welfare is one of the most important social problems in a modern industrial
society.

It can be a matter of great concern in Korea switching over to an industrial society, for
our country should correct income unbalance from the viewpoint of economics and seek
after gradual and sustained development. It must also develop ways of life and thinking
that are suitable for the modern industrial society from a social point of view, harmonizing

them with our own cultural inheritance and cooperative spirit.

It is true that we had little experience in establishing the social welfare system as a
modern concept. In addition, we were not so rich as to reach the level of social welfare,
Furthermore, we did not study much about the system and techniques of social welfare
that are appropriate to our society.

In this sense, we feel keenly the necessity of studying social welfare.

This study focuses on four issues : (1) we redefine the social welfare concept be fitting
our actual circumstances, for its notion has a long history, but it has shifted in meaning
with the changes in society: (2) we examine the social welfare policies of advanced nations
and their developmental process, in order to establish our own social welfare system, for
it can give us a good model for the development of social welfare policy; (3) we trace
social welfare to its origin and study its developmental process through the ages and try
to clarify its present condition:;(4) we deal with various tasks which are helpful in
promoting social welfare, such as looking for a revenue source, specialist and an
improved communication system. This is the foundation of solving problems of social
welfare shich face us and of establishing a better social welfare state.

The problems of social welfare are a matter of common interest to many countries. it
is necessary to make further study and analysis of social welfare, so as to promote it in
our country with its poor resources, where we must build up national defense and

economical development. More studies of social welfare from the administrative
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perspective must be conducted, for in our modern society, administrative functions

properly guide every policy decision.
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
