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Abstract

Insect fauna of Mt Hallasan was investigated along the climbing course of
Kwaniim Temple. Total of 400 species belong to the 103 families, 14 orders was
identified and enumerated. Among them, five species, Menida violacea of
Pentatomidae (Hemiptera), Episcapha gorhami of Erotylidae, Circopes suturalis of
Nitidulidae, Chrysanthia integricollis of Oedemeridae, and Notaris oryzae of
Curculionidae (Coleoptera) were new to the Jeju fauna. The composition of species
number of each order was comparative to that of Jeju Island. These results may
reflect that the natural environment of Kwaneum Temple area is relatively specific
on this island and well conserved.
