A. Study on Institutionalizing Distributive Justice
as Public Administrative’'s Ideology

I.

Since 1960°S. Our county have driven in equal development strategies.

Govermuent have systematically discriminated in favor of established stable bureaucracies
and their specialized minoritiy clientele (as examples. manufacturing industry, service
industry. and financial cliques) and against majorities (ex. argricuture fishery and laborers)

Because of these strategies of oriented-in equality. phenomenon of extreme in eqality
among regions, classes, industries and so on appear pervasive.

The continnuation of widespreacl unemployment. poverty. disease. ignorance. conflict. and
hopelessness in an era of unprecedented economic roth is results of these strategies of
oriented inequality.

Inequalities breed resentment. Resentment. in turn. damages the sence of fellowship and
solidarity essential to social & harmony and the wviability of political system.

Ultimately, the discontent of the poor and the deprived can fuel war or revolution. wholly
upseting the social order. Short of in surrection. the deprived mav be driven to crime and
violence.

Thus. Government must grant the deprived substantial equality in order to avoid alienation,
turmoil. or revelt.

Substantial equality. then. includes activies designed to enhance the political power and

economic well-being.

Under the these perspectives. this study focuses methods of institualizing distributive
justice as public administration’s ideology in in Korea in areder to realize equality among
regions, classes. industries, and so on.

In conclusion. I think that our government must pursuit Rawls principles of justice as
criteria of distribution {or the sake of realizing social and economic in equality in our

country.
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Rawls divided justice into two principles.

First: each person is to have an equal right to the most extensive basic liberty compatible
with a similar liberty for others.

Second: Social and economics inequality are to be arranged so that they are both (a)
reasonabley expected to be to everyone's advantage. and (b) attached to positions and offices

open to all.
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
