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Summary

A Survey for the Korean Bureaucracy's
Pathological Phenomenon

Kang Dong-sik

A great number of scholars have studied the functional and structural sides of
Bureaucracy in several ways.

It's function and structure are not simple, but the purpose of this paper is to analyse
the pathalogical phenomenon in the functional side, to research the pathological phe-
nomenon among korean administrative officials, to show a means to ultimately solve it,
and to make the bureaucracy capable of developing into administration.

The main purpose of this study is;

1) to identify the general pathological phenomenon of modern bureaucracy in the
displacement of goals directly connected with the adverse functions of the bureaucracy,
the coldness of human relationships, and the resistance against change, 2) to actually
attempt to examine the basic pathology of korean bureaucratism, pseudo-professionalism,
deficiency in social standing’s guarantees, and private individualism of officials, 3) to get
rid of various bureaucrats pathological activities and them to develope a lawful
administrative organization, and to research the problem of suitable pay, autonomy in
setting goals, delegation of power, and standardization of class organization in order to

justify the administration.
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
